Changes to Gender Marker Rules

As of August 20, 2024, the Texas Department of Public Safety (DPS) no longer accepts
court orders or amended birth certificates to change the gender marker on a driver's
license or state ID. This means that transgender people in Texas are no longer able to
change their gender on their state-issued IDs or driver's licenses. All In For Equality
held a webinar on August 27" to address this issue. Information on the ruling continues
to develop.
